Who we are

theakademie is a private drama school in Kreuzberg, Berlin and is part of the
Theaterreise registered association. We offer the following study paths: theatre acting,
camera acting, directing and theatre studies. In addition to our function as an
educational establishment, we primarily also see ourselves as a meeting point for
people, with various cultural backgrounds, to have fun with art and theatre.

Where we come from

The Theaterreise society was founded on 15" September 1999 by Niksa Eterovi¢ under
the former name of the Wind Spiel registered association. The first actor training in line
with a society began in 1995, a year later theakademie was founded under the direction
of Nik§a Eterovi¢. Theatre studies has been offered here since 2002 and stage direction
began in 2004.

What makes us tick / Our educational concept

Our mission is in providing a qualitative, first-class, internationally orientated education,
with all areas of the theatre integrated with one another. Particular emphasis is placed
on the identification of each of the students’ individual abilities. Everyone exists in a
multicultural group here, supported through the composition of tutors and students. The
courses include the participation in an international exchange. theakademie represents
an integrated concept of human nature. Students should have the opportunity to
discover and advance their physical and intellectual abilities as well as their individual
potential. Therefore, emphasis is placed on the strengthening of individual self-
confidence and personality. Our class organization further mirrors the interdisciplinary
nature of our teaching: theatre-acting students also learn the basic principles of lighting
techniques and stage direction students learn improvisation techniques.

Our direction:

theakademie sees itself not only as a theatre school but also as a meeting point for
people with various cultural and social backgrounds as well as for various concepts and
methods of theatre. It regularly develops it's own productions, which are presented in
Berlin theatres. In addition, cooperation projects with school theatres and international
theatre acting groups take place at theakademie. In the future we would like to retain this
role as a forum for the stagestruck and to build on it further.






Theatre Acting — Full-time course: Information on the study programme

Concept and Objective of the Course

The theatre-acting course at theakademie is designed as continuous teaching on
five levels: theater acting, movement, musicality, voice and reflection. In the first
semester, the basics are covered which are then absorbed and further developed
into concrete acting projects. In the projects, students work together on directing,
theatre studies and acting. During the course, particular emphasis is placed on
the development of the individual characters.

The objective of the course is the acquisition of acting skills. In the foreground,
we focus on the deliverance and development of acting abilities, especially in
terms of the work in international ensembles and overall theatre sectors.
Furthermore, should interest for as many possible facets of the acting profession
be roused, students can later competently decide between occupations in
theatre, broadcasting or film.

Contents of the course

Theatre acting, movement, singing, vocal training, theatre history, improvisation,
social studies, stage sets, costumes, masks, theatre theory, camera acting, film,
dramaturgy.

Duration of the course
3.5 years divided into preparation studies, ground studies, main and completion
studies.

Terms of Admission

Enroll in the admission workshop with completed application form. Submission of
C.V. with passport photo. The decision on acceptance is made after the
workshop.

Concept and Objective of the Course

The course additionally takes into account that
students also have jobs and is therefore designed to offer plenty of temporary flexibility.

Theatre acting, movement, singing, vocal training, psychology, improvisation, directing,
play direction, practical application in projects.

Duration of the Course
4 Modules: individual modules last between 3 and 5 months.

Minimum age: 18, completed apprenticeship or student status. Enroll in the admission
workshop with completed application form. Submission of C.V. with passport
photo. The decision on acceptance is made after the workshop.

Directing — Full-time course: Informationen on the study programme

also to communicate them to a team and in this way to realise them together”

Concept and Objective of the Course

In their work the director must face decision-making in many different areas: acting,
technical, stage sets, costumes and dramaturgy. The study programme connects
practical knowledge in the said areas as well as theoretical knowledge of the history of
the work and the various directing styles. In accordance with the integrative philosophy
of theakademie, the directing course networks with acting and theatre studies. We
predominantly work in small groups in order to create an intensive and effective working
atmosphere.

The aim of the directing course is to give the individual the possibility to find and refine
their own style through the combination of theory, practice and project-orientated work,
as well as to effectively practice the directing profession.

Contents of the Course

Theatre history as rehearsal room dramaturgy, theatre language, conceptual
work, script theory, directing, social and business clients, staging, improvisation,
acting, speech training. From the second semester students stage projects in
various theatre forms and styles.

Duration of the course
36 months divided into preparation studies, ground studies and completion
studies.

Terms of admission
Enroll for the admission workshops with a written motivation application and staging
concept. Participation in the workshop, after which the decision of acceptance is made.
